On the front and rear walls, the build is 

a relatively straightforward block on 

block òup and alongó structure devoid 

of any gaps or apertures.  

However, it is quite a different story for 

the side walls which feature a grid of 

doorways and windows with lintels and 

ledges supporting the blocks above 

and/or below the apertures.   

Although itõs usually the significant progression stages 

that we feature in the BP bulletins, occasionally an area of  

the build jumps out that cannot be ignored. So when this 

segment of the external finished front left hand corner 

was spotted it was crying out to be captured on camera. 

We hope that you share our enthusiasm for just how 

beautiful the outer stonework looks. As mentioned in   

previous bulletins these are òForticreteó architectural stone 

blocks and when òpointedó with white drying  cement they 

take on a really aesthetically pleasing classic appearance. 

So very much better than painted render and virtually 

maintenance free!     

Therefore, full and shim blocks need to 

be cut and shaped as the brickwork 

team follow the architectõs detailed 

drawings. Positioned on level one of 

the recently erected scaffolding the 

guys are now building upwards above 

the lintel height and closing the gaps 

up to the steelwork cross girders. 

Meanwhile above them the roofers 

have almost completed the rafter work 

ready for timber sheeting on top.  
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
